The Christian Dior museum: a house, collections.

Building on the success of the exhibition “Le Grand Bal Dior” - 45,000 visitors this last summer - the Christian Dior museum will reopen its doors from next 23 October.
The brand new exhibition “The Christian Dior museum: a house, collections” will present the heritage collection the museum built since 1987. This collection has been enriched since, through donations or purchases: haute couture models and branded designer accessories (jewelry, handbags, scarves ...) but also personal items or Dior family photographs, paintings and drawings, including sketches from Christian Dior himself.
This Autumn - Winter exhibition marks the beginning of a new rhythm for the Christian Dior museum. Its revamped presentation will complement the thematic exhibitions usually brought to the public during the summers.

In a chronological sequence, which will run from Christian Dior's childhood until his death in 1957, this presentation will fall to the visitor to discover the world of the couturier, his sources of influence and his designs for his fashion label, which he founded Avenue Montaigne in Paris in 1946.

Born in Granville in 1905, Christian Dior has always talked about his local childhood as one of the prime sources of his inspiration: the garden "dressed" by his mother Madeleine and which has undoubtedly inspired the figure of "flower woman", the color combination of sky, sea, granite and home, these gray and pink he so often used to his models or to decorate its stores.

Set into the natural setting that is the Villa “ Les Rhumbs ”, pieces of the museum's collection will therefore illustrate the life and artwork of Christian Dior, some of which being shown for the first time.
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
